· Beef - $225.00 plus tax (if cut & wrapped at Processor)

· Hog - $95.00 plus tax (if cut & wrapped at Processor)

· Lamb - $50.00 plus tax (not cut & wrapped at Processor)

· Any meat not cut & wrapped at Hidden Valley Processing will be subject to a delivery charge: Beef - $50.00, Lamb or Hog - $20.00

Cutting and Wrapping (plus tax on all prices):

· Beef - $1.25 per lb. 

· Hog - $1.25 per lb. (sausage and smoking extra)

· Lamb - .85 cents per lb. over 60 lbs, $49 total for under 60 lbs 

Sausage and Smoking:

· Sausage - $2 per lb. plus tax

· Cure & Smoke - $2 per lb. plus tax

· Bacon Slice - $15.00 per slab/$2 per lb.
Grocery Stores or Butcher Shops:

There will be a charge of .40 cents/lb for quartering carcasses or getting block ready as well as delivery to your store.
