4 -H.
The 4-H Auction held at the Saanich Fair grounds is an auction of steers, lambs, hogs and other items raised or  created by South Malahat District 4-H members.

For 4-H members, the auction represents the culmination of their year in 4-H. They look forward to your support and rely on the i n c o m e to help pay f or the costs of raising their projects.  In this way, the auction encourages the 4 -H members to continue in the agriculture industry and to become the f arm producers of the f uture. It also off ers them a unique opportunity to build a rapport with the business community.

What is 4-H?
   A national, non-prof it organization f or youth ages 6 to 21.

   Aimed at assisting personal development, the 4 -H program teaches skills in the areas of public speaking, leadership, community involvement and general livestock knowledge.

   As an educational program, their p r o j e c t s are actually a means to an end in youth development as project work helps to develop skills such as goal setting, record keeping and project management.

   4-H helps shape members’ attitudes, abilities and understandings to better able them to work with others.  It develops confidence, pride, loyalty and independence.  Each skill, opportunity and award is a new experience that challenges young people to do their best.

The goal of the 4-H program is youth development, by providing knowledge enhancement, leadership skills, citizenship training and personal development.

Your involvement:
As a potential purchaser of a livestock project at the 4 -H sale, you are treating yourself to some of the best beef, pork and lamb available today. There are no artif icial preservatives or growth hormones in any of our sale animals. Grain fed with the best in husbandry care, these members take pride in their projects and feel that their hard work is their endorsement of the best there is to offer.
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The Sale:
The 4-H Auction will be held September 2nd, 2019 at 2:30 pm in the beef show ring at the Saanich

Fair.

Projects selling are hogs, lambs and beef.  Animals are sold by the pound live weight.  (Example –

1200 lb steer sells f or $2.25 per lb = $2700.00 your cost).  Delivery of purchase to the processing plant is included in the price.

Other costs involved include processing charge and cutting and wrapping. Processing Charge:

Beef - $225.00 plus tax (if cut & wrapped at Processor)
Hog - $95.00 plus tax (if cut& wrapped at Processor)

Lamb - $50.00 plus tax (not cut & wrapped at Processor)

Any meat not cut & wrapped at Hidden Valley Processing will be subject to a deliver y charge:

Beef - $50.00, Lamb or Hog - $20.00

Cutting and W rapping:

Beef - $1.00 per lb. plus tax

Hog - .85 cents per lb. plus tax (sausage and smoking extra) 
Lamb - .85 c e n t s per lb. plus tax over 60 lbs, $49 total for under 60 lbs
Note:  Grocery Stores or Butcher Shops - There will be a charge of .40 cents/lb for 1/4ing carcasses or getting block ready as well as delivery to your store.

The cost of cutting and wrapping your meat is determined by the butcher and is payable by you.  It will also be your responsibility to f orward y our instructions to the butcher and pick up when completed f rom the butcher.

The processing plants are governm ent inspected and certified, prior arrangements have been made with:


Hidden Valley Processing, processing, cutting and wrapping of Beef, Hogs and Lambs

Berryman Brothers Butcheries for cutting and wra pping of Beef, Hogs and Lambs.

Parry Bay Sheep Farm processing of lambs.

What you get:
By supporting our sale, you are assisting one of the proudest youth organizations available. Some portions of your purchase can be tax deductible to businesses.  Use the meat f or a company BBQ, hold meat raff les f or staff, donation of meat to community f ood kitchens or use as reward or incentive with clients.  These are just a f ew suggestions of what other local businesses have done.  A thank you ad will be placed in local papers, advertising your support of the 4 - H program and its members.

As well, knowing that you will taste the best there is to offer in grain f ed beef , pork, and lamb. From our barns to your plate, you will be getting the best of the best in quality and pride.

Do I have to pay admission to get into the fair?
Yes, but if you are interested in attending only the auction to purchase, you can contact the

Auction Committee and arrangements can be made f or a Monday pass to be sent to you.

What does live w eight mean?
Live weight means the weight of the animal as it is standing live. Animals are weighed on the f irst day of the fair to get their sale weight.

How much w ill an animal yield?
On average an animal will yield 50 – 60%.  This means once processed and the hide, head, hooves and offal are removed a warm carcass weight is taken and this will determine approximately how much meat you will get with bone.  For example, a 1200 lb steer (live weight) once processed

would weigh between 600– 720 lbs warm carcass weight.

What do I do if I can’t attend the auction?
If you are unable to make it, prior arrangements can be made with an Auction Representative to act on your behalf.  Complete Auction Reserve Bid & Bill of Sale agreement (attached).

What is the average price for beef?
2018 – $4.39/lb                    2017 – $5.70/lb                     2016 – $4.89/lb
      What is the average price for lamb?
2018 – $6.95/lb                    2017 – $10.83/lb                    2016 – $7.70/lb
     What is the average price for pork?
2018 – $7.81/lb                    2017 – $7.42/lb                   2016 – $5.77/lb
I’m interested but only interested in half of an animal?
Contact the Auction Committee to get yourself registered on the buyer’s list and we will try and mat ch you up with another business or f amily.

How can I pay for my purchase?
Payment is due and payable the day of the auction and can be done via cash, cheque, Visa or Master Card.  There is a 2.95% charge for any credit card transaction which must be paid by cash or cheque.

Can m y business be invoiced?
Yes, businesses can be invoiced af ter the sale but we require you to make prior arrangements before the auction.

Can I purchase ahead of time and not go through the auction?
Yes, there are members who are willing to sell privately bef ore the auction. Speaking with individual members or club leaders to identif y who these members are can be done prior to the sale.
